Wordless picture books are stories that have no words. These books tell their stories through illustrations. When 
you "read" these books, you create your own story. Sharing wordless :picture books with your children helps them 

to develop important skills for reading and writing. There is no nght way to read a wordless picture book. 

Look at and talk about the cover and title 
of the book. Talk about what might 
happen in the story. 

Let's look at the cover of this book. 
Look at this picture. What do you think 
is happening? Why do you think that? 

Let's read the title of the book. 
Changes, Changes. 

What do you think will 
happen in this book? 

Use your imagination! Show your child 
how to "read" the wordless picture 

book. Have fun. Use different voices 
for the different characters and add

sound effects. 

Now that we've looked at the 
pictures, can I read this book to 

you? The book doesn't have any 
words, so I'm going to tell you 
my version of the story. When 
I'm done, I would love to hear 
your version of the story, ok? 

When your child finishes reading, 

► ask simple questions like: 

Take a "picture walk" through the 
book. Look at the expressions on 
the faces of the characters, the 
setting, and the use of blocks 
with different shapes and 
colors to build things. 
Discuss what you and your 
child see. 

Let's look at the pictures and 
the different structures. What's 
happening with the blocks in 
this picture? Why do you think 
that's happening? What do you 
think will happen next? Why do 
you think that? 

Encourage your child to "read" the book 
with his/her own story. Focus on the 

words your child uses when he/she tells 
the story. Help expand his/her 

sentences or thoughts by encouraging 
him/her to add information based on 

the illustration. 

Can you tell me more about what's 
happening here? 

Why do you think they're 
doing/feeling/thinking that? 

Why do think that happened? 
What do you think will happen next? 

Which images helped you tell the story? 
What was your favorite part of the book? 
Have you had an experience like the one in your story?
